
DATA PROTECTION STATEMENT

INFORMATION AND CONSENT REGARDING THE PROCESSING OF PERSONALDATA
ITALIAN PERSONAL DATA LAW no. 675/96 of 31st December 1996

APPLICANTS MUST READ AND SEND A SIGNED COPY OF THIS STATEMENT WITH THEIR COMPLETED APPLICATION FORM.

The Creative Academy srl (hereinafter referred to as the “Creative Academy”), having its registered office at via Giovanni da Udine 32 Milano, Italy and Richemont 
International S.A. (hereinafter referred to as “Richemont”), founding member of the Creative Academy, having its registered office in 35 Boulevard Prince Henri, 
L-124 Luxembourg, respectively as the data controller, the processor and screening bodies responsible for the processing of personal data which is the object of 
the present statement with regard to students applications and registration with the Creative Academy, shall process personal data submitted both in paper and 
electronic form. The personal data to be provided by students or by subjects acting on their behalf is obligatory.

In the event that consent is withheld or personal data not provided, the Creative Academy may reject applications for the Master program, such data being  
required to evaluate candidates during the assessment process. All personal data will be incorporated in a personal data file and completed whilst studying with 
the Creative Academy.

Students are advised that the Creative Academy holds information about them not only to manage student recruitment, admission and registration but also with 
regard to study, examination, graduation and other student services including post study careers.  Information is shared between various sections of the Creative 
Academy and Richemont for operational reasons (for example, the Data Officer notifies changes of address to the various departments on a ‘need to know’  
basis).  Such information may also be disclosed to external agencies where the Creative Academy has a legal obligation to inform such agencies, for example 
Student loan companies, other sponsors, local authorities, etc.

If, at the end of the Master program, students have unpaid debts to the Creative Academy, the Creative Academy may, at its discretion, pass this information  
to debt collecting agencies. 

The Creative Academy also uses student information, notably, as follows 

providing progress reports to sponsors of students (except relatives) •	
publication of the names of graduating students in the degree ceremony graduation programme •	
informing other educational institutions of the degree awards made to their former pupils •	
providing references to education institutions and potential employers •	

Furthermore, student data may be transmitted to companies affiliated to Richemont.

With respect to the processing of personal data carried out by the Creative Academy, students maintain the rights granted under Article 13 of the Personal Data 
Law of 31st December 1996 such as, in particular, the right to receive confirmation as to the existence or non-existence of such data, the manner in which such 
personal data is used, the right to obtain the communication, in an understandable form, of the processed data and of their origin, together with information 
regarding the motives for processing such data. Students may also request that such data is removed, updated or otherwise modified or that their data be made 
anonymous.

If students do not wish the Creative Academy to use their information for such purposes, they must inform the Academic Office in writing. In most cases this can 
be done at any time.  However, should students not wish their degree award details published in newspapers or in the graduation booklet, or if they do not want 
their former educational institutions to be informed of their awards, then written notice must be given to the Academic Office within seven days of completing 
final examinations.

All students, on being awarded a degree or postgraduate-level qualification, automatically become members of the Creative Academy’s Graduates’Association.  
They receive the alumni magazine and other information offering the opportunity to stay in contact with fellow students and the Creative Academy.  Should stu-
dents not wish to receive such communications, they must notify the Academic Office – this can be done at any time after students have qualified.

The Web Site and database are hosted in the United Kingdom at Richemont International Ltd, 27 Knightsbridge, London England and the CREATIVE ACADEMY 
will use its best endeavours to ensure that such data is kept secure, in particular, that access to such data will be secured and password protected at all times, the 
access profile being made available to the Data Protection Officer and authorised personnel only.
